Colors of Zanzibar CODE OF CONDUCT FOR GUESTS DURING EXCURSIONS 
Tanzania is a country with great diversity of cultures, beliefs, and traditions that make up the nation of Tanzania. When visiting living cultures, religious sites and heritage sites please be respectful and adhere to the code of conduct as set out below. These sites and all you find at them are the national heritage of the country in which you are a guest, so please respect them. 
BASIC GUIDELINES

· Please respect the rules and guidelines posted for specific community areas

· Be courteous to others, even when disagreeing, and even to those whose beliefs you think are false or objectionable

· Do not make negative personal remarks about another's age, disability, gender, ethnicity, race, nationality, sexual orientation, intelligence, character, appearance, health, mental health, education or any other personal characteristic

· Do not disrupt or interfere with discussions, forums, or other community functions unless invited to do so

· Do not make aggressive, repeated, or unwanted attempts to convert another member's religious beliefs

· Recognize the role played by religious communities in the creation, maintenance, and continuous shaping of sacred places, and the custodial role played by them in caring for these as living heritage

· Before visiting sites, discuss the site with your tour operator and make certain that sufficient time is allowed in your schedule to view the site properly

· Avoid damaging the environment and area you are visiting

· Walk in demarcated areas

· Do not attempt any form of graffiti

· Discarding litter - cigarette stubs, matches, wrapping paper, tissues, bottle-tops, tins and plastic - causes a mess which someone else must later clean up and remove. Always carry a plastic bag with you and place your litter in it for later disposal

· Always leave sites and camping areas clean. This includes limiting the number of vehicle tracks left in the sand

· Do not remove any raw, wild-animal derived products such as meat, bones, organs and hides from any site

· When driving in or  National Parks  Reserves, always keep to the speed limits
·  On any walks or visits, always follow the instructions of your guide . 
· When visiting a national park you need to ensure that you don't disturb plants, animals or the enjoyment of other visitors

· Please do not remove or extract any objects from any natural site

· Tanzania is a water poor country with more than 32% of the population having no direct access to potable water. Use water sparingly and wisely
· Always be polite and respectful to local people and show respect by asking before taking pictures

· Do not approach breeding sites (nests, burrows, dens, etc.) as this can affect the breeding success of wildlife

· Use toilet facilities, not the bush or in the beach area or ocean
